AMENDED CRITERIA

ST CATHERINE CATHOLIC PRIMARY SCHOOL
‘Living life to the full’
NURSERY ADMISSION CRITERIA
Please Note

There is one September intake per school academic year. 

No child under three will be admitted to the Nursery.

Completed Application Forms should be returned to the school office. If your child is a Catholic applicant a copy of their Baptismal Certificate is required. It must arrive at the school by the published date.

The admissions committee, of the governing body will consider applications for places at 

St. Catherine’s Nursery using the following oversubscription criteria.

Applications will be placed in the following categories and offers made in order of priority:

1. Catholic children of St Catherine’s parish, West Drayton.

2. Catholic children from any other Catholic parish.

3. Children of other Christian denominations, whose application is supported either by a certificate of baptism or a letter from a Minister or equivalent confirming membership of the faith community.

4. Children of other faiths whose application is supported by a letter from the faith leader confirming membership of the faith community.

5. Any other Children.

Within each category applicants will be ranked as follows;
A. Children who have siblings attending St Catherine school at the time of admission.

B. Children with exceptional needs explained at the time of application and supported by the appropriate professional, if accepted by the governors.

C. Listed in order or proximity to the school, measured in a straight line from point set by 
 
           Ordnance Survey at the child’s home address to the school front gates.

DEFINITIONS

‘Catholic’ means a member of a Church in full communion with the See of Rome. This includes the Eastern Catholic Churches. This will normally be evidenced by a certificate of baptism in a Catholic Church or a certificate of reception into the full communion of the Catholic Church. For the purposes of this policy, it includes a looked after child who is part of a Catholic family where a letter from a priest demonstrates that the child would have been baptised or received if it were not for their status as a looked after child (e.g. a looked after child in the process of adoption by a Catholic family).

For a child to be treated as Catholic, evidence of baptism or reception into the Church will be required. Those who have difficulty obtaining written evidence of baptism should contact their Parish Priest who, after consulting with the Diocese, will decide how the question of baptism is to be resolved and how written evidence is to be produced in accordance with the laws of the Church.

“Children of other Christian denominations” means  children who belong to other churches and ecclesial communities which, acknowledge God’s revelation in Christ, confess the Lord Jesus Christ as God and Saviour according to the Scriptures, and, in obedience to God’s will and in the power of the Holy Spirit commit themselves: to seek a deepening of their communion with Christ and with one another in the Church, which is his body; and to fulfil their mission to proclaim the Gospel by common witness and service in the world to the glory of the one God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. An ecclesial community which on principle has no credal statements in its tradition, is included if it manifests faith in Christ as witnessed to in the Scriptures and is committed to working in the spirit of the above.

All members of Churches Together in England and CYTÛN are deemed to be included in the above definition, as are all other churches and ecclesial communities that are in membership of any local Churches Together Group (by whatever title) on the above basis.

“Children of other faiths” means children who are members of a religious community that does not fall within the definition of ‘other Christian denominations’ at 7 above and which falls within the definition of a religion for the purposes of charity law. The Charities Act 2011 defines religion to include:

· A religion which involves belief in more than one God, and

· A religion which does not involve belief in a God.

Case law has identified certain characteristics which describe the meaning of religion for the purposes of charity law, which are characterised by a belief in a supreme being and an expression of belief in that supreme being through worship.

MAINTAINED SCHOOL

Acceptance to the Nursery unfortunately does not guarantee a place in a maintained school.
