WOW Walk to school challenge

|We are excited to take part in this year's WOW walk to school challenge which is an initiative from Living
Streets, the UK charity for everyday walking, to help as many children as possible experience the benefits

of walking to school. 'i

Your children will self-report how they get to school every day. If they travel actively (walk/wheel, oycle,
scoot or park and stride) at least once a week for a month, they will be rewarded with a badge.

Park and Stride — If driving, park and stride can help your child earn their WOW badges. Park at least 10
minutes away from the school and walk the remaining journey. If using public transport, hop off at least
10 minutes away and walk. Use the map below to see suggestions for areas to park and stride. Parking in
the blue zone, where permitted, and walking the rest of the way will count as park and stride.

Your children have been introduced to the initiative today and are excited to get going! There are 11
badges to be earned from September 2024 — July 2025. Each badge has been designed by a pupil from
across the UK as part of the annual WOW Badge Design Competition. WOW 2024/25 encourages pupils to
walk with Imagination, with a selection of badges ranging from a Bird's Eye View to Road Surfing up for
grabs. The badges are made in Cornwall from material that was otherwise destined for landfill, including
fridge trays, plastic plates and yoghurt pot off-cuts.

To launch this, next week we will hold a walk to school week where you can earn your first badge

by walking to school at least once. From the following week you will need to walk at least once a week
during each month.
