RELIGIOUS EDUCATION  

In this branch, pupils will move from the Resurrection accounts to the life and mission of the early Church in The Acts of the Apostles and the letters of St Paul. They will explore how the Mass today follows the same pattern as the first Christian communities, particularly through St Paul’s account of the Eucharist and the Emmaus story. Pupils will deepen their understanding of the Trinity as mystery, especially through the epiclesis in the Mass and the transforming work of the Holy Spirit. They will study Pentecost as the revelation of the Spirit and will reflect on Mary’s role in prayer and her continuing intercession within the life of the Church.

ENGLISH
This half term, our English work will be based around the book Tiger Child. The children will develop their reading comprehension and inference skills by exploring characters, themes and events in the story, supported by discussion and drama. Later in the term, they will plan and write their own informal letter in role, using a range of sentence structures and ambitious vocabulary. Guided reading and comprehension sessions will continue throughout the half term. In grammar lessons, we will revisit conjunctions, fronted adverbials, sentence structure and the use of inverted commas in writing.

MATHEMATICS
This half term, mathematics learning will focus on Fractions, followed by Money and Time, using the White Rose scheme .

Fractions work will continue by developing a secure understanding of unit and non-unit fractions. Children will explore numerators and denominators, recognise fractions as part of a whole, and learn to add and subtract fractions with the same denominator. They will represent fractions using bar models and number lines, and apply their knowledge when finding fractions of amounts, with a strong focus on reasoning and problem solving.

Following this, pupils will move on to Money, where they will recognise the value of coins and notes, compare amounts and use £ and p correctly. They will convert between pounds and pence and begin to add and subtract money, solving simple real-life problems including finding totals and change.

Finally, pupils will start to learn about Time, where they will read and write the time on analogue clocks, including Roman numerals, and tell the time to 5 minutes and the nearest minute. They will also read digital clocks, use am and pm and begito solve problems involving time, including duration and intervals. Throughout the uniu    unit, there is a strong emphasis on fluency, reasoning and real-world application.

Geography

This half term, our Geography topic is India. Children will develop their understanding of the location of India within the world, identifying its continent, surrounding countries and key physical features such as the Himalayas and the River Ganges.

Pupils will explore both the physical and human features of India, learning about its varied climate zones, including tropical regions, deserts and mountainous areas. They will compare different regions of India and begin to understand how life can vary depending on location. Children will also compare India with the UK, identifying similarities and differences in geography and daily life.

Throughout the unit, pupils will develop their map skills, using atlases and world maps to locate places and features. They will also learn about aspects of Indian culture, including food, and take part in activities to deepen their understanding. Children will be encouraged to ask questions, use accurate geographical vocabulary and reflect on their learning.


SCIENCE

This half term, our Science topic is Light. Children will develop their understanding of how light enables us to see and learn to identify different light sources and non-light sources. They will explore how light travels in straight lines and how it is reflected from surfaces .
Pupils will investigate reflective materials and understand how mirrors create images. They will also learn how shadows are formed when light is blocked by an opaque object and explore how shadows change size depending on the position of the light source. Throughout the unit, children will carry out practical investigations, make predictions and develop their scientific enquiry skills, while using accurate scientific vocabulary.





Art: 

This half term, our Art topic is Ancient Egyptian Art. Children will explore the styles, patterns and techniques used in Ancient Egyptian artwork, developing an understanding of its importance and purpose.
Pupils will experiment with a range of materials and techniques, including observational drawing, pattern design and creating their own scrolls and paper. They will record colours, shapes and patterns, and begin to develop their sketching skills by exploring and refining ideas.
Throughout the unit, children will create their own final pieces, including a contemporary response such as a zine, using their knowledge of Ancient Egyptian art. They will learn to choose appropriate materials, use colour effectively and consider composition. Pupils will also evaluate their work and the work of others, reflecting on their artistic choices and outcomes.
