RE - Branch Six: Dialogue & Encounter  
‘For “in him we live and move and have our being”’ (Acts 17:28) 
 
In Branch Six, Dialogue and Encounter, pupils will learn how Christians work together with people of different religious convictions and all people of goodwill towards the common good, respecting the dignity of all humanity. This branch holds together two related but distinct strands. The dialogue strand focuses on how Catholics relate to others through neighbourliness, collaboration, shared concern for justice and peace and the protection of the human person from conception to natural death. The encounter strand introduces pupils to other pathways of belief. 

ENGLISH
This half term will be looking at a variety of books and using these to, among other things, write from the perspective of a character in a story, respond to images in a powerful picture book and consider what motivates the actions and choices of individuals in different situations.
 
Following this, the majority of our Literacy work will focus on speaking and listening, group work skills and drama in preparation for our end of year production, Mass and assembly. 


MATHS
This half term we will focus on: completing a transition unit in maths which focuses on data handling skills. The children will be doing a short project looking at their journeys to their secondary schools.  We will also be doing mental activities to keep their other maths skills fresh and extending other key maths skills in preparation for Secondary School.
 
Please talk to your child about the journey to their new school and the route they will be taking to assist them with their maths work.



Geography
This half term the children will undertake a project about a country in Europe. They will investigate many different aspects of this country, such as culture, tourism and industry, and will also look at food from this country.
There will be an element of self study required so please allow your child access to the internet so that they can undertake research.

ICT-Coding
This unit introduces children to spreadsheets using the Desktop version of Microsoft Excel. Children will explore how to create spreadsheets and use their functionality to support real-world decision-making and problem-solving. 
· To understand and use basic formatting in Excel.
· To develop skills in using basic functions in Excel.
· To create and format charts in Excel.
· To sort and filter data within a spreadsheet.
· To understand and use advanced functions in Excel.
· To combine Excel skills to create an effective spreadsheet for a given purpose.

SCIENCE 

The children will finish revisiting the remainder of the science curriculum and focus on further developing investigative skills. They will be involved in a range of practical activities in preparation for secondary school.
